AAT member develops career with international humanitarian aid and development charitable organisation
Eight years ago, AAT member Judy Moore decided to take voluntary redundancy after spending 17 years in the banking sector. She was attracted to a finance role in the Non Governmental Organisation (NGO sector) and has never looked back.

Judy joined an international disaster management team in Serbia on a 2 year contract providing shelter to displaced people from Kosovo, Bosnia & Croatia. Her next role took her to Afghanistan and Pakistan for 4 months, as part of a programme providing health education, building schools and improving water and sanitation facilities.  After a year back in England, Judy was keen to take on another overseas assignment and moved back to Serbia as Finance Manager, to work with an organisation providing a drug rehabilitation programme for young people. Mango has recently placed Judy as International Finance Officer with Mercy Corps, an international humanitarian aid and development organisation, at their European Headquarters in Edinburgh. She is now looking forward to using her finance skills to help alleviate suffering, poverty and oppression by assisting people to transform their communities all over the world. 
Mango (Management Accounting for NGOs) exists to provide financial management support to humanitarian and development organisations. Mango’s register is a resource for the relief and development sector of high quality talented finance staff from new graduates to highly experienced managers and directors. Judy applied to join Mango’s register of finance professionals while working in Serbia earlier this year.
When Judy was in the UK in April, Mango arranged to interview her.  The register interview process assessed Judy’s suitability for NGO work and gave Mango’s Recruitment Team the opportunity to understand the type of role Judy was looking for next.  Mango started to send Judy details of potential roles within the NGO sector.  

“Once I became a Mango member, I received high level of help and support,” says Judy. “It made the job search so much easier, especially while I was in Serbia, with no time to look for a new job.  Not having to fill in numerous application forms was a welcome and unexpected bonus.”
Judy’s passion for the disadvantaged began to grow after she made a series of short visits to Serbia, taking humanitarian aid parcels whilst working in the banking sector.  The impact of these trips meant Judy found it increasingly difficult to respond to the priorities and profit motivation of the banking sector.  

Judy’s financial input as Finance Manager was critical whilst in Serbia.  Judy said “The organisation was growing quickly and I was their first staff member with sole responsibility for finance.  Implementing sound financial systems and being transparent in our transactions, helped us to improve our reporting and kept our donors happy too”.

By the time Judy returned to the UK in July 2007 Mango had set up interviews with four international NGOs and Judy received two offers of employment.
Judy says, “I would never have thought of approaching some of the organisations Mango put me in contact with.  It was great to have several opportunities and the interviews helped me to clarify my thinking along the way.  At the interviews, there seemed to be a respect for Mango too.”
Judy is very excited about relocating to Edinburgh and joining the Mercy Corps finance team.  Mercy Corps exists to alleviate suffering, poverty and oppression by helping people build secure, productive and just communities.  For more information, visit www.mercycorps.org.uk
