Mango was recently awarded the 2009 UK Charity Award for International Aid and Development. “The Charity Award judges recognised Mango for its outstanding commitment to helping improve the effectiveness of aid agencies and NGOs by providing financial training and finance staff ....it is among the best-managed charities in the UK.”

We are now starting to scale up our impact by delivering our proven services to many more NGOs around the world. I am confident that Tim brings all the qualities we need to lead Mango through the next stage of its development."

Mango is a strong, well respected organisation with the potential to significantly increase its reach and impact by working with partners and using its growing influence to strengthen financial management across the sector, helping many more NGOs to become more effective and self-reliant.”
