CIMA member goes to ANGOLA to WORK WITH

Save the Children
George Pereira (ACMA) has been sent by Save the Children to Angola as part of his first deployment for 4 months to help manage the humanitarian response for those people affected by 27 years of conflict. 

George will be getting involved in a broad range of financial management issues and has been specifically tasked with developing a manual for internal audit. He is working to ensure that funds are used to the greatest effect in a country devastated by years of conflict. 

The programmes that George’s work will be directly supporting relate to health, food security, child protection and women and children’s rights in and around Huambo.

George became a member of CIMA in 2002 having worked in South Africa and been qualified with the South African Institute of Chartered Accountants since 1996. He has worked in the public and private sector in South Africa, the UK and Russia.

In March 2003 George joined Mango’s register of accountants and was looking for an opportunity to combine his love of travel and with contributing his professional skills to the relief and development sector. 

Within a few short weeks of joining Mango’s register an opportunity with Save the Children arose which allows George to utilise his language skills in addition to his finance skills.  To help George prepare himself for his new career, he has followed two Mango training courses prior to his departure to Angola. George feels excited about the next step:

‘Despite never having worked in the NGO sector before, I feel that my experience and professional qualifications together with the Mango bridging courses will place me in a very good position to deal with the challenges I will encounter in the NGO environment.’
