CIMA ACCOUNTANT GOING TO ANGOLA 

CIMA accountant Hugh Anderson leaves shortly for Angola to work as a Finance Manager for six months with MAG (Mines Advisory Group). Efficient financial management of the funding of MAG’s demining programme there is essential for its success.

The challenge for MAG in Angola is huge. Angola is now enjoying peace following the signing of the peace accord in 2002. However, the past thirty years of violence means that Angola is one of the most heavily mined countries in the world with a per capita landmine injury figure to match. MAG’s demining activities are essential and inextricably linked to the social, economic and political regeneration of the country.

Hugh’s deployment in Angola in fact owes much to this publication, as it was in the January 2002 edition of ‘Financial Management’ that the 48-year-old management accountant from Leeds first heard about Mango (Management Accounting for Non Governmental Organisations). Mango runs a register of finance personnel and a placement service that means register members can work with aid agencies, such as MAG, in developing countries around the world.

A key output of Hugh’s role will be to prepare the 260 national staff, along with the country programme manager, to take financial responsibility for MAG’s expanding operational programme in Angola. Hugh’s international career has seen him apply his managerial and finance skills in commercial companies in Burkina Faso, Kuwait, Antigua, Colombia, Bulgaria, Bahrain, Saudi Arabia, Zaire and Gambia. This wealth of cross-cultural experience means Hugh is well placed to build local staff capacity. Hugh makes clear that he is:

‘….committed to the transfer of knowledge and skills to, and the all round development of, local staff.’

With these sentiments and his wealth of international experience, Hugh’s placement with MAG looks destined for success.
