These conditions, together with the lack of access to basic services like health and education and the growing spread of HIV/AIDS, seriously inhibit children’s development.

 
Save the Children supports work in the semi-desert Sahel region in northern Burkina Faso. The organisation’s main priorities are improving health services and protecting children from dangerous and exploitative working conditions.
