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ACA Member relocates from Leeds to Mikindani, Tanzania

Natasha Clayton, ACA, will shortly be relocating to the beautiful tropical location of Mikindani in Tanzania where she will be working with TradeAid as their Project Manager, overseeing all aspects of their work.

Natasha, 30, studied Maths at Cambridge University and joined PwC’s office in Leeds as a trainee accountant in 1996.  Working with PwC for 10 years allowed Natasha to develop her finance and management skills in a structured and highly professional environment. During this time, she contributed her skills to a number of voluntary organisations, working as Area Treasurer for the National Federation of Young Farmers’ Clubs, a membership organisation with around 20,000 members and as an active volunteer with her local Friends of the Earth.
